I was born in Pakistan, but my family moved to Canada when I was ( A ) years
old. 1 am eighteen years old now. I have spent half of my life in each country.
When I was thirteen, I traveled back to Pakistan for a visit that changed me forever.

In 2010 in Pakistan, there was a lot of rain and many people had trouble because of
it. I worked as a volunteer at a *shelter which was built to help women and children.
Everyone who lived there had to work to pay for their stay in the shelter. Every
morning, I felt sick when I saw groups of children were going to work. They had to
work all day instead of going to school.

At the shelter, I made friends with a girl who was going to have a baby. She never
went to a doctor. When it came time to have the baby, there were problems and she
died. This event made me not only shocked, but also angry. She died because she
could not go to hospital, and so her baby had no mother or father.

(B)I returned to Canada with a fire inside me. I had to do something. I began

looking on the Internet to learn more about *human rights, especially for women and
children. Then, I found a group called "Because I am a Girl." I started a "Because 1
am a Girl" club at my school and I joined the group called "*Speaker's Bureau." There
I learned a lot, such as communication and speaking skills. Also, I met many new
people who want to make change, just like me.

When I went to *Tanzania as a member of the Bureau, I had another experience
that changed my life. There, I met a young woman who started a *soap-making
business. Now she sends soap all over the world. It was wonderful to see the women
who had many problems find ways to work and live well.

In 2013, I went to the *United Nations with more than six hundred girls from all
over the world and had a chance to hear *Malala's speech. When Malala said she was
"just one among the many girls that fight and support girls' rights," I was very happy
and felt hope for the future. There are many girls like Malala — girls who cannot go
to school because of different problems. But that can change too. Like Malala says, it
all starts with "... one child, one teacher, one pen, and one book."

I have (C) advice for girls around the world. Believe that you have the power to
change the world, and that power starts with your voice. Find some ideas that you
believe very much and talk about them with everyone who will listen. For me, [
believe that girls must be able to go to the hospital and see a doctor, and that it is
wrong for girls to die because they cannot. For me, I also believe that children who
must work should have time to go to school. I believe that poor people should have
someone who supports their rights. I want to go to university with (D) these ideas to
