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At our high school, every student *donates one hundred ven every month. As
there are 737 students, the *donationis ( 1 ) ven for a month. (&)What is the
moneyv used for? Our school has supported children from poor families in *the
Philippines through *Child Fund Japan (CFJ) for 40 yvears. The money we donate is
used for them to go to school. In 2018, we supported 28 children from 5 vears old to
19 years old.

As our school hasn't had a chance to go to the Philippines to see their way of life
hefore, I decided to go there last summer. I was excited to meet the children and play
with them before I left Japan. However, when I arrived at one family's house, I was
surprised at many things. Their house was so small and terrible. Windows had no
*glass. The floor in the house was just a *blue sheet. There was no bathroom. I
have never seen such a terrible house.

*Moreover, I found out that they had many other problems because they were poor.
Especially, I was *shocked at their bad *teeth. One small girl came running to me.
started to talk to her. "What's your name?" "How old are you?" Then, she smiled at
me and answered, "Four." ()] couldn't say anything. Most of her teeth were gone
or black. Her teeth were very bad. What happened to her teeth? Why were her
teeth so bad? I didn't know what to do for them.

After I came back to Japan, I couldn't forget her big smile with no teeth. So, my
friend and I decided to find (5 )reasons for bad teeth. We wanted to know what kind
of support high school students could do. First, we *researched on the *rate of
children who had bad teeth in CFJ and in Okavama. *Chart A shows the number of
children who need to go to the *dentist. Second, we asked CFJ families some
questions. "What is your work?" and "How much do you get every month?" Chart B
shows that their *salaries are very *low. When they have a bad tooth, they can't go to
the dentist because they have to pay 500 *pesos. For factory workers, they will spend
all of their salary in a month if they go to the dentist twelve times.

After we found that their salaries were very low, we thought that they couldn’t buy
“tooth brushes. So we asked them another question. “Do you brush your teeth?”
Then, most of them answered that they brush their teeth with their tooth brushes
every day. Finally we researched on *dental health education. We asked them
questions. “Have you ever learned about dental health from a dentist?” Their answer
was that they brush their teeth after waking up and having lunch, but they don’t

brush them before going to bed. Through our research, we found out two main
reasons for the children's bad teeth. One reason is that they can't go
to the dentist because they are very poor. Another reason is that they
don't have a chance to get enough dental health education.

One child drew a picture of his dream. His picture shows that he
wants to get a good job and live a better life with his family. He
hopes that he can cut the *chain of poverty by studying very hard.
