A Japanese *fencer in a wheelchair hoped to win a gold medal at the 2008 Beijing *Paralympic Games,
He hoped to win with the help of a gold medalist from *Hong Kong. “I'd like to help him with winning the
medal.” said 28-year-old medalist Fung Ying Ki. He began training Toyoaki Hisakawa in early July. 2008.

Fung became a wheelchair fencer in 1995 after he lost the use of his legs. He practiced at a public
training center in Hong Kong with many top class fencers and won gold medals at the 2000 Sydney
Paralympic Games and the 2004 *Athens Paralympic Games. After Fung stopped D ( play ), he started to
learn about making *artificial legs in Taiwan.

Hisakawa was good at karate and soccer. but he had a traffic accident when he was 22 years old. At

first @[ to / too / anything / sad / he / do/was]. However, he then discovered wheelchair fencing, and the

*talent of the wheelchair fencers made Hisakawa @ ( surprise ). Hisakawa started the sportin 1997. He
began practicing every day after working in his flower shop. His life changed and he was not sad any more.

Fung and Hisakawa first met at an international match about 10 years ago. but they did not play each
other because they were in different classes. Fung heard from Hisakawa about the problems of wheelchair

fencers in Japan. Hisakawa told him there were fewer than 10 fencers in Japan, and they had to go to

Kyoto or Kochi to find the *equipment for a wheelchair match. “@It is very different from Hong Kong.
There are many fencers in Hong Kong. [ was impressed because Hisakawa was doing his best when he met
difficulties. I respect him,” Fung said.

Fung came to Japan at the beginning of July, 2008, and he stayed at Hisakawa's family home while he
supported Hisakawa. In training, Fung encouraged Hisakawa to move and attack quickly. When
Hisakawa couldn’t *breathe because of hard practice, Fung showed him the gold medal he won in Athens.

and said, “®This is the thing you want to get. right?” “I'll do my best to win.” Hisakawa said.

Beijing was Hisakawa's third Paralympic Games as a wheelchair fencer. He did his best. but he
couldn’t win a medal. He didn’t appear on TV, so you may not know this Japanese wheelchair fencer. His

dream hasn’t come true yet, but he will continue to work hard and will never give up his dream.
