1t was
very difficult because she was so big and heavy.

During this time, they cut off her foot. The operation continued for three hours. Motala continued
sleeping for twenty-five hours. Morning came Dat last and she was still sleeping. “Wake up. Motalal”
Somwan cried. The boy touched her face. Finally, Motala opened her eyes and looked at the boy. “Motala
is saved!” He cried for joy.

Although Motala is an *innocent animal, she has suffered (7 ) landmines. Motala. a poor
elephant cannot speak with humans but when she is crying, she is saying this! “Humans and animals should

live together in peace without any landmines.”
