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When my younger brother Kai was one year and seven months old, he had Dan accident. After the
accident, he could not speak, eat or move by himself. On April 23, 1991, Kai fell into a washing machine

could not take a breath without an *artificial respirator.

My mother and grandmother (= cry ) when they saw Kai in the hospital bed. My father stood there
and held Kai’s hands. My other brother Hiraku was very young and said, “Kai, wake up.” @[ Hiraku /
what / didn’t / happened / understand ].

My father helps my mother and grandmother very much. Most fathers spend very little time at home
but my father comes home early to have dinner with us.

father often takes care of Kai in the evenings. My mother always says, “@Papa is such a great help.”

Before the accident, Kai liked *Mickey Mouse very much. He dreamed of going to Disneyland
®to meet Mickey Mouse. In October 1997, we went to Tokyo Disneyland. Many volunteers helped us.
Kai was feeling good that day. Mickey was at the entrance. Mickey saw Kai and he came over to us and
touched Kai’s face. © This made us very happy. Disneyland has a lot of *facilities for *disabled people and
Kai could go anywhere. Kai looked interested in the bright lights and I could feel he was happy.

Life is wonderful. My mother knows this very well. She sometimes takes Kai to junior high schools
to talk to the students about him. “Everyone has the right to live a full life. My son, Kai, has @Dthis right,

too.” (®She wants people to touch Kai’s warm hands. She wants them to feel that life has meaning. Kai

cannot speak words, but his eyes speak his messages. He encourages other people. In the last few years,
we have noticed that Kai has started smiling little smiles. This is a *miracle. This change has given me

and all my family the hope to do our best and to go on for the future.
