Mr. Hill :  In July 2020, stores stopped giving free plastic bags to customers. Why do
customers have to pay for them? Plastic waste is a serious problem all over the
world. About eight million tons of it go into the sea every year. Since the 1970s,
plastic products have *increased so much. About 50% of plastic is used just once
and then thrown away. If we continue to make, use and throw away plastic
products at the *current speed, there will be more plastic than fish in the ocean
by 2050. Plastic waste in the sea damages many animals, such as fish, birds, and
*sea turtles. They get caught in plastic trash, or eat plastic bags and other
plastic products. When plastic waste goes into the river and sea, it is broken into
small pieces by *waves and the sun. Plastic pieces that are 5mm or smaller are
called *microplastic. Though plastic is broken down, it is never *completely gone
and stays in nature for a very long time. So, what can you do to *reduce the
*amount of plastic waste?

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Can you imagine anyone choosing to live without money in our *consumer society?
Well, (») that's exactly the thing which Heidemarie Schwermer has done since 1996. In
that year, she *quit her job as a *psychotherapist and threw away all her *possessions.
This 69-year-old mother of two and grandmother of three has chosen to live a simple life
without having any feelings for buying things. Schwermer has thought about
possessions since she was a young girl. Her family had to give up all their possessions
in 1942 during World War II. They had to run away from the *Russian forces. They
couldn't take anything with them, and[ (V) | Schwermer knew what it was like to
be very poor, and she has worried about *poverty in the world all her life. From this

experience she understands that possessions do not give a person *value.

Schwermer moved to *Dortmund with her two children in the 1980s. There she was
s0 shocked to see a lot of *homeless people that she decided to open a shop called “Give
and Take Center” in 1994. Members of this group gave and took things and skills
without money. Schwermer was surprised to see how people could help each other. At
the shop, the members made friends and helped each other like family members. This
experience moved her so much that (5) she decided to quit her job and try not to buy
anything. Finally, she sold all her possessions, and even the house she lived in. In
1996, Schwermer agreed to live twelve months without money. It became a movie
called "Living without Money." At the end of the twelve months, she realized that
living without money improved her life and gave her *freedom. As a result, Schwermer
continued to live without money. Her way of life *influenced other people.

Schwermer lives _(x) a nomadic life by travelling from place to place. She uses skills
such as gardening and teaching to get food and a place to live in for a short time. She

has only one *suitcase and one *backpack to carry all her possessions. She also wrote
three books, but she didn't receive money from her books, and said that the money
should be given to *charity organizations.

Schwermer believes that we should not take more than we need. She says, “I now
feel that my own life is wonderful. I am a happy person who feels a great love for all
people living on this planet.”
