Everyone enjoys a vacation. A vacation is fun and *relaxing. Some people like
to go to the beach and swim. Some people go to the mountains or visit foreign
countries. Other people use their vacation for another reason. What do they do?
They do volunteer work to help other people. (a)Volunteers are people who do
something for other people, but receive no money for it. They do this because they

Habitat for Humanity is a group of volunteers who help poor people. One of the
famous volunteers in the group is *Jimmy Carter. He was a *U.S. President who won
the *Nobel Peace Prize. The volunteers of Habitat for Humanity don't need any
special *skills. Volunteers build houses in the United States, and they also build
houses in *developing countries. Volunteers must use their own money for a trip.
For example, you .have to pay about $1,200 for a trip to *[thiopia for two weeks.

* Another volunteer group is called FHarthwatch. Farthwatch gets many
volunteers to help scientists who do *research in many places around the world. For
example, volunteers study *endangered animals. Most of the trips are two weeks.
Volunteers need to pay $1,800 to join the work. They usually stay in one place and
cook their *meals together. This year Farthwatch had 4,000 volunteers from 47
countries.

Cross-Cultural Solutions is another volunteer group. [t helps *communities in
China, India, and Russia. Volunteers of Cross-Cultural Solutions take care of sick
people. They also give chances to learn to many people who can't get an education.
Twelve to eighteen volunteers work together for about three weeks at one place.
Volunteers use their skills to help people. For example, if a volunteer knows about
*medicine well, this person can work in a hospital. Volunteers can have their own
free time in the evenings and on weekends. You need to pay $1,900 for this volunteer

trip.

People who take volunteer vacations believe that they are helping people around

the world to live better lives.  (¢) They believe that their help will make other people

happy. This may be the best vacation of all for volunteers.
