Julie Billiart was born in 1751 in *Cuvilly in France. When she
was a child, her favorite game was *playing school. She always had
the *role of a teacher. When she was sixteen years old, she became a
farm worker to help her family. [ @© | 1
Julie was the fifth child of seven brothers and sisters. When she

was born, her family had a small store and got some money but they X -

were very poor. She liked to go to a church in Cuvilly. In the 18th century, about 65
% of the people in France could not read or write. [ @ ] She enjoyed studying all
of the subjects, but she was *especially interested in *religion taught by a *priest.
The priest felt that she had something special in her. He taught Julie how to control

her feelings and to develop a great love of *Jesus. At home, she practiced to control

her feelings. Her young brother *played tricks on her to make her angry, but she
never got angry. She often played with him. Her older sister was not able to see
very well, so Julie helped her enjoy her life by reading books for many hours.

One day in 1774 her father was shot with a gun. [ @ ] She had to *lie in bed
because she couldn't walk. Eight years later, she was not able to move at all by
herself. But she could do the things she loved the best in the world — to teach.
[ @ 1 She thought that her *sufferings and pains were given by *God. She never
gave up her *will to live.

In 1789, the *French Revolution happened. It was a difficult and dangerous time
for people to live, especially for *Catholics. Julie helped priests by *lending her house
as a *hiding place. [ ® | She thought that *education was very important for all
children. She taught them *knowledge and skills to live a happy life. She told them
that everyone was *equally important. In 1804, Julie got well and started to walk
again. Then she started many schools for poor children. She became very sick again,
but doctors couldn't help her. She died in the early morning of April 8, 1816.

After that, *sisters from Notre Dame went to America in 1840 and came to Japan
in 1924. They started their education in Okayama. Seishin Girls' High School was
*originally started by sisters who came from France in June 1886. So the school
*celebrates the 130th *anniversary of its *foundation and the 200th anniversary of
Julie's death this year.
